About us

La Baracca is

A worker cooperative where its members manage
and carry out artistic and technical activities, as well as direction,
organisation, administration, production, stage and costume de-
sign, following the principles of cooperation. Today, La Baracca is
formed by 16 members, plus several employees and collaborators
who support the development of the activities. La Baracca is a so-
cial cooperative active in the field of theatre, art and culture for
children and young people.

A theatre company that, thanks to a wide range of the-
atre productions, a rich programme and constant research work,
creates and offers occasions for boys and girls to explore different
artistic languages. The new generations are thus offered multiple
points of view through which they can observe and approach the
world, because art and culture can be enriching in our personal
and collective growth. The company brings this vision to life in Te-
atro Testoni Ragazzi, their headquarters since 1995 and recently
renovated.

A theatre considered as a centre of culture, a gathering
space for the commmunity - families, schools, teenagers, teach-
ers and students; a space for citizenship, an environment where
children and young people are seen as all-around citizens, and as
such, bearers of rights, including the right to art and culture, and
where they are considered as spectators of today and not only of
tomorrow. This is why our duty as adults is to offer them artistic
proposals of the highest quality, according to each age group.

What we do

The audience is at the core of La Baracca's work and activities:
children, teenagers, families, educational institutions.

We produce shows for children from O to 14, we organise
workshops for the various age groups, both in and after school,
introducing the participants to the different theatre languag-
es and allowing for a constant exchange with the audience; we
programme theatre seasons in our premises, presenting both
our productions and shows by other national and international
theatre companies, offering the audience new and different per-
spectives; we create events that offer a number of activities to a
diversified audience: festivals, residential workshops, special se-
ries of shows, readings and other activities; we run and adminis-
ter theatre halls in agreement with the Municipalities of Bologna
and Medicina, where we develop most of our activity.

We offer activities for teachers and educators:

training activities around theatre languages with and for those
who work with children and young people in educational and
research institutions; workshops in collaboration with municipal-
ities and local authorities; workshops, round tables and confer-
ences on the occasion of festivals and other events, often involv-
ing Italian and foreign artists and professionals; we collaborate
with the University and other subjects in the creation and devel-
opment of training courses and degree programmes; we develop
editorial proposals by issuing publications around the topics of
theatre for early years, training and the experiences linking thea-
tre and education.

We collaborate and develop networking activities at a local,
national and international level, fostering the development of the
industry.

On stage, the two actors tell us the
popular tale of Little Red Riding

Hood, taking turns to interpret all the
roles, both aspiring to interpret

the wolf. The protagonists will become
a he-wolf and a she-wolf, a little girl and
a little boy, constantly entering into
and coming out of the characters, just
like children do when they play “What-
if” game. The props and stage design
are simple but effective, with big
wooden panels opening and closing as
if they were the pages of an illustrated
book.

Together with few, essential elements,
they take the audience to the places of
the story. By running away and chasing
each other, the characters retrace Little
Red Riding Hood'’s path in the woods,
to finally enter the wolf’s belly.
